Synopsis:

There are over 600 defined
personality traits, but we
won't be looking at all of
them. Just know that some
are positive, some neutral
and some negative. We
want to recognize the
neutral ones and think
about the parable of the
master and slaves. The
slave who did nothing
displeased the master. Had
he done something wrong?
Had he used the talents
given to him against the
master? No and no, he was
simply neutral.
