Sermon 7/30

Hebrew
Alphabet Pe Soup

1 Kings 3:5-12

Psalm 119:129-136

Synopsis:
The scripture for this week,
Psalm  119:129-136,  is  a
love  letter;  in  a  sense.  It
seems to be written directly
to God but if we look at the
context  of  this  writing,  we
might find something hidden
in this story.

Wikipedia  (sorry)  tells  us,
“There  is  a  tradition  that
King David used this psalm
to  teach  his  young  son
Solomon the alphabet —but
not  just  the  alphabet  for
writing letters:  the alphabet
of the spiritual life.”

While we are unable to see
the  acrostic  impact  of
David’s  writing  in  our
modern  translations,  if  we
look  at  the  Hebrew  Bible,
we could see the repetition
of  each  letter  of  the
alphabet,  one  stanza  at  a
time.  And  verses  129-136
are for the Hebrew letter Pe
(pronounced pey or pay)
